Sec VII The Election of the Council...

The common sense
axiom is to do the best you can to move
toward the ideal of the Rule and Statutes.

A bigger problem is a slate of choices in -

‘which only one choice for President, etc. is

given to the Community. NOW 'is the time to
ericourage at least two members to be will-
ing to serve as candidates for each of the
various offices. Remember the old saying:
"Charity begins at home?" So does the Apos-
tolate part of the Secular Order Member's
vocation

Those who have recently served two terms

" in a row as President do not' qualify for a

third term (USA Statutes Sec VII, n. 2, g).
However, postulation--asking an exception

~for a very good reason--may be done for a

third term. » ‘.
